John Ward Creek Crossing Closed to Horseback Riders

Kennesaw, GA — Effective immediately, the John Ward Creek crossing just south of the Illinois
Monument is closed to horseback riders until further notice. This closure stems from a safety
concern due to hazardous conditions relating to an unstable streambed. The closure affects the
creek crossing between Milepost 3.5 and Milepost 4 of the Kolb’s Farm East Trail.

Superintendent Patrick Gamman states, “We are concerned for the safety of all park users.
Crossing John Ward Creek at this section of the trail poses a risk that we want to alert our horse
community to, as it could potentially cause harm to both horse and rider. We will be working as
quickly as possible to mitigate this problem.”

Life for the infantry soldier (Union or Confederate) was anything but easy. Long marches, bad
food, and worse living conditions made it tough going for these young men. Join us as we lay
out the gear that made such intense campaigning possible. You will see period-correct uniforms,
weaponry and even get up close and personal with artifacts from the Battle of Kennesaw Mountain!

March 8th, @ 11 am — Cheatham Hill Battlefield Walk

Come on out and enjoy a casual, history-focused walk around one of the most significant sites of
the Battle of Kennesaw Mountain. Hear accounts from Union and Confederate survivors, and fully
experience the area that would earn the nickname of the “Dead Angle.”

March gth, @11 am — 24 Gun Battery Hike
“The enemy’s fire ceased after about 10 minutes, but created a path of destruction while it lasted”-

mile, ranger-led hike to the site of this 24-gun position. The hike will include opportunities to see
pre — and - post war history in the park, as well as a chance to see some of its wonderful natural
resources.

After the Civil War had concluded, a veteran group from Illinois came together to purchase and
preserve a portion of the Kennesaw Mountain battlefield where they saw some of the fiercest
fighting experienced during the conflict, and in memory of their fallen commander. Learn about
the fascinating post- war history of Cheatham Hill and the decisions made that would lead to the
formation of Kennesaw Mountain National Battlefield Park as we know it today.

March 16th, @ 11 am — Picket Line Walk

The Battle of Kennesaw Mountain was a large-scale offensive with many moving parts. One of the
first actions of that day was a diversionary attack at the base of Kennesaw Mountain itself and part
of the way up the slope. Join one of our rangers for a short walk along this line of battle as they
detail the techniques, tactics, and aftermath of this fateful assault.

This walk includes rolling, rocky terrain and is approximately 1.3 mile long.

March 22nd, @11 am— Atlanta Campaign Map Talk

“All that has come before has been mere skirmishing.” The Atlanta Campaign is considered one of
the most pivotal and influential set of battles during the Civil War. Join one of our rangers for a
short discussion on these battles and the maps that tie them together.

March 29th, @11 am— Assault Trail Hike

On June 27th, 1864, nearly 9,000 Union soldiers made a historic charge into what they believed
would be death or capture. Follow in the footsteps of these brave men as this ranger - guided tour
explores the heaviest area of fighting during the battle.

We work closely with the Park Service and assist
the park staff by providing critically needed volunteer
effort to install signs, build bridges, and maintain the
20+ miles of trails. Since our beginning in 2002, the
Trail Club has donated over 281,000 volunteer hours
to Kennesaw Mountain National Battlefield Park.

We hope to see you at a work day as soon as we return to
our normal work days.
